(2) Authority: Each Party represents and warrants that: (i) it has obtained all necessary approvals,
consents and authorizations to enter into this MPA and to perform and carry out its obligations under
this MPA; (ii) the personnel executing this MPA on the Party’s behalf has express authority to do so
and to bind the Party; (iii) the execution, delivery and performance of this MPA does not violate any
provision of any bylaw, charter, regulation, or any other governing authority of the Party; (iv)

(3) Performance Warranty: Subcontractor represents and warrants that it will perform its obiiga

caused by Subcontractor’s breach of this MPA and its attachments.
15.2. Guarantee
From time to time for the performance of Services under this MPA, Contractor may require Subcontractor to

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15.3. Liabilities

rights.

31 DE LA RESOLUCION DE CONFLICTOS: Toda discrepancia, desavenencia, diferencia, conflicto,
